The Standard Testing and Reporting Program (STAR), authorized in 1997 and
implemented in 1998, consists of two parts and tests students in grades two through
eleven in Californiapublicschools. The first part is the CaliforniaStandards Test (CST)
which measures progress toward California's state-adopted academic content
standards. The second part is the CaliforniaAchievement Test (CAT6)which is the
normative component of California's standardized assessment system that is only
administered to students in grades 3 and 7. In addition, the CaliforniaAlternative
Performance Assessment (CAPA)is given to students with significant cognitive delays
whose disabilities prevent them from taking the STARtest. The basis of these
summative test scores determines school and district state Academic Performance
Index (API)and school and district federal Adequate YearlyProgress (AYP).

Kari Yeater, Assistant Superintendent Curriculum and Instruction, presented the District
assessment report and shared 2005 and 2006 STAR test results in the areas of
language arts, history/social science, math, and science. She also highlighted sections
of a sample STAR student report and multi-year CST results relative to language fluency
and ethnicity in English language arts and math, special education, and clarified
questions from Board members and the public. Mrs. Yeater said the AYP and Program
Improvement (PI) results will be available on August 31 and will provide additional
information on how the individual schools are progressing.

Superintendent Lamb presented a request to dedicate and name the Monterey High
School stadium after Mayor Dan Albert. Attached to the agenda was a copy of the
District'scurrent Boardpolicyand guidelinesto allow consideration for such a decision.

John Narigi,one of the co-chairs of the committee for the renovation of the Monterey
HighSchool field and track spoke about the committee's interest to dedicate and name
the stadium after Mayor Albert. He said four generations of Alberts have attended
Monterey HighSchool, and that the Mayorhad been a teacher and coach at Monterey
HighSchool and is a leader in the community. Mr. Narigisaid the project is being lead
by the MontereyHighSchool Parent Teacher Student Association(PTSA)and prominent
businessleadersalso supportthe recommendation.He said MayorAlbertis the only
choice and he exemplifies what the project presents. Mr. Narigi said with his
retirement as Mayor, it is a perfect opportunity for him to be recognized and honored.
In response to a question regarding fund raising, he noted that approximately$650,000
has been raisedto date and that Boardapprovalon the namingof the stadiumwill help
move the campaignfasterand generatemorecontributionsforthe project.

Board members commended the committee for their work and progress on the project
to renovate the track and field, expressed their support for the naming of the football
stadium, and directed staff to agendize this item for Action at the next regular meeting.

President Noriega announced that a reception will be held for his wife, Diane Cordero
de Noriega, on August 15, 5:30 - 7:00 p.m., at California State University Monterey
Bay (CSUMB),thanking her for serving as Interim President and Provost over the past
seven years. He said she will be on sabbatical until December 31 and will return to
teach on a part-time basis. President Noriega also announced that a presentation on
the specialeducation program has been agendizedfor the September 5 meeting.

President Noriega reported on the Marina High School dedication ceremony, thanked
the community for their support, and commended staff involved in getting the school
ready for the opening of the school year. He also commended the maintenance staff
for making sure the schoolswere prepared and clean for the first day of school.

Clerk Vice-President Haffa reported on the Marina High School dedication ceremony and
eight other schools he visited earlier in the day, the Monterey High School fund raiser
golf tournament for the field and track renovation project, and noted that Monterey
High's enrollment was 90 more students than anticipated.

Board Member Troutman reported on the August 2 staff development workshop on
diversity for all employees,and reported on the schools she visited earlier in the day.

Board Member Lusk reported on the Marina High School dedication ceremony and the
other schools she visited earlier in the day. She also reported on the NAACP Annual
Youth Summit that was held over the weekend and said follow-up parent workshop will
be held on September 5 .

Board Member Rucker said the King School principal and assistant principal were in
attendance at the parent session of the NAACPYouth Summit. She also reported on
the Marina High School dedication, the schools she had visited earlier in the day, and
the August 2 staff development workshop on diversity.

Cindy Rothstein, military school liaison, reported on the schools she visited earlier in the
day. She shared concerns from the military parents including security at elementary
sites, dress code for teachers, pre-activities prior to the first day of school, and
challenging course work at Program Improvement schools.

Ewalker James, Citizens League for Progress President and a Seaside citizen,
commended the Board for working diligently to do away with the competitiveness they
have had in the past and taking care of business, but said the Board still needs to focus
on not asking for so much information in public when they can call staff for clarification
in advance. Mr. James said it would facilitate the lateness of the meetings. He
commended Superintendent Lamb for thinking about the District and taking
responsibility until a new superintendent is appointed. Mr. James commended
President Noriega for doing an excellent job as president, and said he will continue to
observe Board members in their role.

Liz Reisenbichler expressed appreciation to the Board members who visited schools
outside their trustee area, the existing staff, and said things have been moving
smoothly. She expressed interest in the dual language immersion program and
encouraged the broadening of the program. She spoke about the Head Start/State
Preschool classes in Marina agendized for action later in the meeting, and asked if the
program will be expanded and advertised in the community.
