Corley that she and Board Member Lusk participated.

President Noriega announced that school military liaison Cindy Rothstein was
attending a community meeting at Marshall School.

Diane Creasey thanked Monterey High School principal Dan Albert for all that had

been done the first two weeks of school, to include the hiring of additional teachers to
address increased enroliment.

Maria Buell, representing the League of United Latin American Citizens (LULAC)
Monterrey Council, said she was happy to hear that the enroliment has gone up at
Monterey High School, and asked whether the new teacher hires on the agenda were
the result of increased enroliment.

Rick Ringler, Monterey Bay Teachers Association (MBTA) President, thanked Cabinet
for working with MBTA and reducing the number of combination classes.

Liz Reisenbichler, parent, said she supported the reduction of combination classes
and putting money towards programs, in particular science. She asked which schools
have increased their enroliment and where can developer fees be spent.

Gordon Nakagawa, Marina resident, reported on the dedication ceremony of the Ruth
Andresen School in Salinas for special education and handicapped students, and
recommended that the Board visit the facility to gain a deeper appreciation for the
emphasis that the County Board and the Monterey County Office of Education have
devoted on special education.

President Noriega thanked Principal Dan Albert and Monterey High School for hosting
the August 21 Board meeting, and said the Board will also be holding its October 23
Board meeting in the Seaside High School library.

Board Member Troutman said it was appropriate to honor Mayor Dan Albert after his
many years of service in the school and community.

Lee Steinmetz presented the Board a letter from the Davis family expressing their
support to name the stadium after Mayor Dan Albert. Mr. Steinmetz said he is
looking forward to working with Principal Albert, student Board member Kyle Elder,
and others to complete the project.

It was noted that the field will continue to be named McNeil Field.

RESOLVED that the Board approve the dedication and naming the Monterey High
School stadium after Monterey Mayor Dan Albert.

Board Member Eggers motioned and Board Member Rucker seconded to approve a

no-interest interim loan of $50,000 to the City of Marina for access to Marina High
School.

Clerk Vice-President Haffa proposed that the motion be approved with the stipulation
that repayment be made by the City of Marina or Fort Ord Reuse Authority (FORA)
within 18 months.

Board Members Eggers and Lusk amended their motions to include the stipulation
proposed by Clerk Vice-President Haffa.

Board Member Troutman said the City and District took the cart before the horse, and
said the new access to the school should have been completed before the high school
was planned. She expressed concern that the City said the District is required to fund
meprwgdject,andmatlfitlsmnded,itisbecausemeDisu*ictisagreeingtodoit,not
required.

Clerk Vice-President Haffa referred to a letter sent in April from the City to the District
that noted the city’s responsibility for access to Marina High School. He said the
bottom line is for the best interest of the students and their parents who need access
to the school.

Board Member Eggers stressed the importance of collaborating with the City, and
spoke about city finances and funding availability to get the initial work completed.

Board Member Rucker expressed support for the interim loan, and asked if the
existing road to the school has the potential to be impacted by the proposed
development of the Cypress Knolls project, does the developer have an obligation to
build another road to the school or pay for the cost to build another road?

President Noriega said the interim loan will come from developer fees and will not
have an impact on the general fund.

Tom Mancini, member of the FORA Board and FORA Finance Committee,
recommended that the wording “coordinated with” be included in any memorandums
of understanding involving FORA.

Liz Reisenbichler said she did not question whether the City of Marina needed a high
school, but said the interim loan was not acceptable and that the amount could make
a huge difference in a program or a teacher. She said it was not acceptable for a
public school district to give a city money to buy a road, and that the city should have
planned in advance. She urged the Board to vote against the loan, and that if it is
approved, the District should get interest on the loan.

Maria Buell, speaking as a parent, expressed her support and the importance of
providing students, teachers, and fire department ingress and egress to the school,
and reiterated that the general fund will not be impacted. She urged the Board to
continue working with the city and developers in a collaborative manner to address
unforeseen issues.

Mr. Woodruff said developer fees cannot be used for general fund expenses, but only
for infrastructure, schools, and buildings related to growth.

RESOLVED that the Board approve a no-interest interim loan of $50,000 to the
City of Marina for access to Marina High School with the stipulation that
repayment be made within 18 months.
