Tiffany Tringali extended a welcome to Dr. Shepherd and reported on activities at
Monterey High School to include a February 9 Leadership Food Faire, a February 26
Associated Student Body (ASB)convention, a blood drive, and CaliforniaHigh School
Exit Exam (CAHSEE)testing. She also reported that the school's mock trial team took
second place, Hagar Elgendy was chosen to train at the Jr. Olympics Swim Center,
Leslie Shing received a $3,500 AT&Tscholarship, and Monterey High School received
$9,000 from the AT&TFoundation. Tiffanyreported on a conference that two
students attended in SanAntonio,Texas,to includethe "Studentto Student"program-
that assists militarystudents to transition to new schools, and said it will be
implemented at Monterey HighSchool next semester.

Hana McMullenreported on activities at Seaside HighSchool includingthe blood drive
by the Health Occupation Students of America, February 14 Valentine's Day dance,
March 3 Sadie Hawkins Dance, a walk for cancer, and a food faire in early march.
