President Haffa recognized the following in the audience: California School

President Ewalker James, Seaside Council Member Tom Mancini, Marina Council
Member Dave McCall,and Monterey BayTeachers Association (MBTA)Vice-President
Mary Greenfield. He also thanked staff, principals, and teachers for attending the
meeting.

Aisha Mikellreported on activities at Marina High School including a recognition for
first semester honor students and school support for the death of a student's father.
She congratulated students Britney Post and MichelleHowellfor moving to the state
level of the HistoryDaycompetition.

A public hearing was held regarding the proposed attendance boundary change
between La Mesa and FoothillElementary Schools.

President Haffaopened the public hearing at 7:25 p.m.

Terry Page, La Mesa School parent and Department of Defense employee, expressed
concern about students who have had to move from school to school since Del Monte
School was closed in 2001, and said it is an emotional toll on them. He also
expressed concern regarding the cost of after school child care if his child is
reassigned to FoothillSchool.

Melanie Arellano, La Mesa School parent who works at the Naval Postgraduate School
and whose child is on an interdistrict transfer, spoke about the availability of after
school care with the Navy, and requested that consideration be given to transfer
students currently enrolled at La Mesa due to after school child care issues.

There being no further comments, the public hearing was closed at 7:30 p.m.

Del Rey Woods Elementary School Principal Tony Panganiban and King School
Principal Patrick Gaffney and the Leadership Team presented their Single Plans for
Student Achievement to include data that led to the Action Plan and Goals, their
respective school's Action Plan to close the gap, how progress will be measured, and
clarified questions from Board members.

Board Member Troutman acknowledged an e-mail from Linda Frost regarding the
Gifted and Talented Education (GATE)program.

Board MemberCreasey announced that MontereyAcademy of Oceanographic Science
(MAOS)seniors willbe doing their internship presentations on April4-5 and April 11-
12, and that she would provide Board members with the schedule.

Clerk Vice-President lusk acknowledged an invitation to an April 19 Mentor Tea
Reception and the e-mail from LindaFrost regarding the GATEprogram.

Board Member Rucker reported on her attendance at an early childhood education
conference in San Jose, and District walkarounds in preparation for the state visit.
She urged Board members to visit the MPUSDearly childhood education programs.
Board Member Rucker also reported on her attendance at the Thomas Guskey
workshop regarding the mastery of standards, the District Community Collaborative,
and a California School Boards Association Masters in Governance workshop on
collective bargaining with President Haffa and Clerk Vice-President lusk; and her
participation in the adult school accreditation process and the UCSC Education
Partnership Center interview panel to hire a Family Involvement Coordinator for the
Gear Up program to help MPUSDstudents prepare for college.

Board MemberTroutman referred to an article in the local newspaper about the state
consistently lagging in science and math and spoke about an online program through
San Jose State Universitythat would provide financial support for teachers interested
in participating in a speech language pathologist program, and suggested that the
District provide scholarships for teachers who are interest in teaching in the areas of
science, math, and speech and language with the stipulation that the teachers remain
with the District. She also referred to an article about school reform being high on
chief executive officers' lists, provided a Regional Occupational Centers and Programs
(ROCP) fact sheet, and spoke about its mission and funding and how business and
industry are provided a pool of highlytrained productive individuals.

Clerk Vice-President lusk thanked staff for coordinating the Districtwideworkshop for
teachers conducted by Thomas Guskey, and said she is looking forward to the
activities that the District will be engaging in to get ready for the open of the new
school year. She also reported on the Masters in Governance training on school
finance and collective bargaining, and distributed information to Board members
regarding school finance terms.

Militaryliaison Cindy Rothstein said she had no report at this time.

Martha Henry, King School teacher, acknowledged Board Member Rucker for her
years of public service, reading to her first grade students, using her own funds to
purchase playground equipment for the school, and challenging students to make a
commitment to their community by one day helping other students in a classroom.
Ms. Henry spoke about Board Member Rucker's random act of kindness, and on
behalf of the Kingfamily, thanked her with their gratitude.

Ken Hamilton, California School Employees Association (CSEA) President, said
classified employees also perform random acts kindness and acknowledged CSEA
members who were in the audience. He spoke about the association's proposal for
salary enhancement, how CSEA members in the differentclasses have done their
homework and researched budgets, and how the Board can help classified employees
improve themselves.

Ewalker James, Monterey Jazz Festival board member, announced over 600 youth
from various states and countries will be participating in the Next Generation Festival
that will be held March 22-25 at the State Theatre and Portola Plaza, and invited
everyone to come out and listen to the top young jazz musicians and vocalists. He
also invited everyone to a musical program sponsored by the Seaside Cultural Arts
Groupfeaturing King School'schoralegroup, jazz band, and orchestra on April17,
7:00 p.m., at Oldemeyer Center, Seaside.
