Learning Center Program Grant for Bay View, Foothill, Marshall, Olson, La Mesa,
Colton, and After School Safety and Enrichment for Teens Grant for Seaside High
School in MPUSD ($9,014,785)

INTRODUCTION:

MPUSD has just been notified that Bay View, Foothill, Marshall, Olson, La Mesa, Colton, and
Seaside High Schoolshave been awarded funding the 21st Century Learning Center Program
Grant and the After SchoolSafety and Enrichment for Teens Grant. This is a 5-year grant.

BACKGROUND:
March 5, 2007 the Board approved the submission of a 21stCentury Grant for all MPUSDsites.
Elementary schools ($112,500 per school) and middle schools ($150,000 per school) may use
program funding to provide the following activities:

. Remedial education activities and academicenrichment learning programs, including
providing additional assistanceto students to allow the students to improve their
academic achievement

. Mathematics and science education activities

. Arts and music education activities

. Entrepreneurial education programs

. Tutoring and mentoring servicesand programs

. Program that provide after school activities for English learners that emphasize language
skills and academic achievement

. Recreational activities

. Telecommunications and education technology programs

. Expanded library service hours

. Program that promote parental involvement and family literacy

. Programsthat provide assistanceto students who have been truant, suspended, or
expelled, to allow the students to improve their academicachievement

. Drug and violence prevention programs, counseling programs, and character education
programs

At the high school level, the 21stCentury Community Learning Center ($250,000 per high
school) must provide academic assistancein meeting state and local academic achievement
standards in core academic areas such as reading, mathematics and science. In addition, the
program must provide an enrichment element and family literacy activities.
Local grantees may use program funding to provide the following activities:

. Preparation for the California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE)

. Homework assistance

. College preparation, including provision of gUidanceand/or information about the Cal
Grant Program ..,

. Community service

. Career/technicaleducation

. Job readiness

. Mentoring opportunities (with businessand community partners)



. Tutoring younger pupils

. Service-learning

. Fine arts and music

. Computer and technology training

. Youth development

. PhysicalFitness

. Recreational activities

. Leadershipand entrepreneurial skills development

. Coordinated school health servicessuch as counseling and character education
programs, school safety, drug, tobacco and violence prevention

. Interactive literacy activities between parents and their children

. Training for parents on how to be full partners in their children's education

. Parent literacy training that lead to economic self-sufficiency

. Age-appropriate education to prepare children for successin school and life experiences

. Reading/language arts and literacy classesthat support and strengthen reading, writing,
speaking and listening skills

. Adult education classes

. Classesto help adult family members obtain their General Educational Development
(GED)certificate

. English-language literacy classes

. Employment and interview support classes

Additional funding (up to $25,000) is designated to provide equitable accessto ensure students
with special needs, including students receiving special education servicesor English-language
learners are able to participate in these programs. This includes programs that must provide
transportation to ensure students are able to participate.

Additional funding (up to $20,000) is designated to provide family literacy servicesand
expanded hours for library services.

OBJECTIVE{S):
To inform the Board of the 21stCentury grant award notice for BayView, Foothill, Marshall,
Olson, La Mesa, Colton, and SeasideHigh Schools. Job descriptions for additional positions to
implement the grant requirements will be brought to the Board for approval at the June 4th
Board meeting. Official award letters will be brought to the Board for consent approval once
received by the District.

COST/FUNDING SOURCE/FISCAL IMPACT:
The 21st Century CLCdoes not require in-kind donations, however, it does require that we work
collaboratively with our community partners to support the program and provide sustainability
for the program.
