A brief recess was taken at 7:14 p.m. to welcome the new administrators and the
meeting reconvened at 7:26 p.m.

Trunice Anaman, After School Coordinator, provided an overview of the Safe Schools
Ambassadors program. The program is designed for students in grades 4-12 to reduce
bullyingand fighting, improve school safety, reduce put-downs and harassment, and
improve school climate. The researched-based and field-tested program empowers
students to take appropriate actions that change social norms in a positive manner and
is student-driven.Currently,the programis at the middleschoollevelin MPUSDand
willalso be implementedat the elementary and high school level in September 2007.

Assistant Superintendent KariYeater and Seaside High School principalSyd Renwick
provided an overview of the purpose of a School Assistance and Intervention Team
(SAIT) and corrective actions from SAITfindings, and reviewed the school's single
plan for student achievement. Monterey County Office of Education consultants
Adrienne Meckel,Theresa Rouse, and Ellen Levywere acknowledged as part of the
SAITteam and questions were clarifiedfrom Boardmembers.

MPUSDCoordinator for Professional Development Jerry Giamona and staffs from the
Educational Partnership Center of University of California Santa Cruz (UCSC)and
MPUSDprovided an overview of the Gaining Early Awareness and Readiness for
Undergraduate Programs (GEARUP) at Fitch, King,and Los Arboles MiddleSchools.
Information included GEARUP cohort participation, activities, preparation for middle
school promotion, and entrance into high school. The program is committed to serving
and accelerating the academic achievement of a cohort of current seventh and eighth
grade students through their high schoolgraduation.

Assistant Superintendent Kari Yeater and Intervention Coordinator Debbi D'angelo
reviewed the current Giftedand Talented Education(GATE)program, the responsibility
of the District, high-priorityareas of non-compliance, and corrective actions. The
current program serves only 4th and 5th grade GATEstudents who have been
recommended by teachers and have been identified using multiple measures. GATE
fundingis not allocatedto supportother GATEstudentsin grades2-3 and 6-12. The
proposed GATEplan offered two options:

Option 1: Revised version of the GATE plan to include compliance action items while
continuing to fund the 4th and 5th grade pull-out special day class utilizing
State- and Board-adopted curriculum materials and instructional minutes.
The proposed program has a General Fund fiscal impact of $140,000 with
the GateKeepers agreeing to raise one-half of the funds to support the pull-
out program.

Option 2: Leverage funding from multi-funded sources that supports a hybrid of the
currentGATEprogramincludingprofessionaldevelopment,accountability,
cluster-groupactivities during the schooldayandafter school,andsupport
for parents includingparent education academies and forums.

Cindy Rothstein commented on the Safe Schools Ambassadors program and the
importance of school safety. She spoke about the need for online pacing guides and
course catalogsto assist transitional families in preparing for their new school.

Tom Mancini, Seaside Council Member, announced that the Seaside schools recipients
of the Williamsen Awards for Excellence in Teaching will be recognized at the next City
Council meeting. He thanked Board members who were in attendance at the Safe
Schools Ambassadors recognition dinner.

April Flint, California School Employees Association (CSEA) secretary, thanked
everyone who supported classified employees, and thank Board and administrators
who attended the CSEAcelebration during ClassifiedSchool EmployeeWeek.

Robert Cummings, CSEA 1st Vice-President, spoke about the compensation study and
reminded that MPUSD classified employees are at the bottom of the salary schedule
compared to other local school districts.

Ewalker James, Citizens League for Progress President, expressed support for CSEA
employees and the compensation study. He referred to the May 29 budget study
session and commended staff for an outstanding comprehensive budget review.

Carlos Ramos commended CSEA for coordinating the classified employees recognition
and said it was a diverse group, and encouraged Board members to visit sites. He
encouraged that the Board not only attend the calendared events, but observe the
day-to-day activities of a school day and show their support.

Chief Business Officer Tom Woodruff reviewed the changes to the budget assumptions
for 2007-2008 and clarified questions from Board member. Board Member Noriega
provided a list of questions for response at the discretion of the Superintendent.
