program (Options 1, 2, and 3), CSEAcompensation study, and school resource officer.
President Haffa reminded no action would be taken at this time since the State budget
had not yet been approved and the BusinessOffice was in the process of closing the
books for the 2006-2007 school year. Chief BusinessOfficer Tom Woodruff said the
District was still working on estimated numbers based on prior P-2 figures to build the
2007-2008 budget and that the unaudited actuals would be presented to the Board by
September 15. Dr. Shepherd addressed the possible augmentations and Assistant
Superintendent Ken Harbord reviewed the ranking sheet used by the Board and
Cabinet to prioritize. Issues were noted, as well as suggestions and additional
information requested by Board members.

Board Member Noriega acknowledged an invitationto the Community Human Services
annual meeting on July 19 at the MontereyHyatt Regency.

Board Member Creasey acknowledged an e-mail she received regarding a proposed
territory transfer from North MontereyCountyUnifiedSchool Districtto MPUSD.

Board Member Lauterbach acknowledged correspondence from Jean Esary and a letter
from a former student Mr. Watkins.

Board Member Lauterbach reported on the opening of ElmHouse, transitional housing
and supportive services for women in early recovery from substance abuse. She said
Board Member Noriega was Community Human Services Board Chair, a nonprofit
agency that addresses substance abuse, mental health, and homelessness in Monterey
County.
