INTRODUCTION:

Monterey Peninsula Unified School District received notice from the California Department of Education
that based on the 2007 Adequate Yearly Progress(AYP) Report releasedon August 31, 2007, the District
failed to make AYPand has advanced to Year 3 of Program Improvement (PI) and is therefore subject to
corrective action.

In accordance with the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, Section 1116(c)(10)(C) and California Education
Code (EC) Section 52055.57(c)(1), any local educational agency (LEA) identified for corrective action is
subject to one or more of seven possible corrective actions, as recommended by the Superintendent and
approved by the State Board of Education (SBE).

In addition, on September 28, 2007, the Title III Adequate MeasurableAnnual Objectives (AMAOs) for
English learners performance on the California English Language Development Test (CELDT)and the
California Standards Test (CST) in English LanguageArts were released and MPUSDfailed to meet the
Title III requirements. The District is now subject to additional requirements and consequences.

BACKGROUND:

In Spring of 2005, MPUSD was designated as a Program Improvement district in the area of
mathematics. In August of 2006, Accountability ProgressReport for MPUSDindicated that the District
met the target in mathematics with the exception of special education but did not meet the target in
English language arts. The 2007 Accountability ProgressReport for MPUSDindicates that the District met
the target in mathematics but did not meet the target in English language arts. Specifically, the two
student subgroups that are not meeting the targets for proficient or advance scores in English language
arts are students who are English learners and students who are receiving Special Education services.

To provide an overview to the Board of Education on Monterey PeninsulaUnified School District's
Program Improvement status. In addition, the MPUSD"Blueprint for Success"alignment plan planning
process and projected outcomes will be presented.

INTRODUCTION:

MPUSD did not meet the Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOs) as reported on the Title III
Accountability Report that was released to the public on September 28th. Under No Child Left Behind (NCLB),
districts that have English Learners and received Title III funding to support those students must meet annual targets.
Those targets are measured by the student's performance on both the California English Language Development
Test (CEDLT) and the California Standards Test (CST) in English language arts. MPUSD made the first two
measurable objectives but did not meet the third which measures English Learner's performance on the CST ElLA
test. Attached is a copy of the 2006-2007 Title III Accountability Report for MPUSD.

MPUSD is required to notify parents of the failure to meet the Title III goals and because this is the 4th year in which
MPUSD has not met all three goals, an Action Plan must be developed and submitted to the Monterey County Office
of Education (MCOE) by November for review, and then approved and submitted to the California Department of
Education (CDE) by January 2008. The State Board of Education will also vote to take action on possible sanctions
for both Program Improvement Year 3 and Title III Year 4 at the January 2008 State Board meeting. Official
notification will be provided to MPUSD regarding the sanctions for both Title I and Title III. Associate Superintendent
Kari Yeater and Assistant Superintendent Kathleen Biermann attended two of a three-day mandatory conference
sponsored by CDE and West Ed for districts that are Year 4 in Title III program improvement. The third day will be
held in January of 2008.

Staff is working on collecting and analyzing data on English Learner performance, and a smaller committee is revising
the English Learner Master Plan and Goal 2 of the Local Education Agency Plan (LEAP). In addition, a team will work
on developing the required Action Plan during the month of October and November.

BACKGROUND:

MPUSDhas failed to meet the AMAO Title III Accountability Requirements for the past four years. The Board of
Education is required to create an Action Plan for addressing the needs of English Learners and submit the approved
Action Plan to the Monterey County Office of Education for review in November, 2007, and to the California State
Board of Education in January 2008 for approval.

OBJECTIVE(S):

To present information and possible sanctions to the Board of Education regarding the Annual Measureable
Achievement Objectives for Title III, Year 4 for improvement.
