RECEIVE AND DISCUSS Governor's January Proposed 2010-2011 Budget

Fiscal Impact: Reduction to the District’s 2010-2011 unrestricted revenue of $249,363 in
negative cost of living allowance (COLA), $1,450,693 in declining enrollment, $2,070,300 in
ongoing reduction, and $515,000 possible reduction for contracting out. The total reduction
for 2010-2011 ranges from $2,319,663 best case with no declining enrollment and no
reduction from contracting out to $4,285,356 including all possible reductions. The District
is also being advised to project an additional reduction of 2% due to the State’s budget
shortfall.
