Full-Time Equivalent Positions to Provide MAOS Teachers with Coverage for Prep Periods

RECOMMENDATION:

DISCUSSION:

It is recommended that the Board approve the MOU with the Friends of MAQS which will used to provide
MAOS teachers with coverage for prep periods used for collaborative ptanning and other program related
purposes. The Friends of MAOS will furnish the funds to cover the extra 1.5 Full Time Equivalent (FTE)
positions needed for this coverage.

The Friends of MAOS will deposit funds with the District that will be used to pay for the extra 1.5 FTE
positions. The will be no impact on the unrestricted General fund.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
Between
MONTEREY PENINSULA UNIFIED SCHOOGL DISTRICT
And
Friends of MAQS

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is entered into as of July 1, 2009 between Monterey
Peninsula Unified School District (MPUSD) and the Friends of MAOS {Donor) and ending June 30, 2010.
Donor agrees to fund a full-time equivalent teacher position as specifically described below.

The terms and conditions set forth in this document shall constitute the entire agreement between
MPUSD and Donor and may not be amended except by a written document signed by both parties.

The parties agree to the following:
1. The Donor agrees to fully fund one (1) full time equivalent {FTE) teacher position for the 2009-2010
school year.
a. One {1) full time equivalent {FTE) is determined on the basis of the number of hours that
constitutes a full time teaching position for MPUSD,
b. The teacher’s work location shall be at Monterey High School to provide MAOS with 6 preps for
collaborative planning or other purposes.
2. The following is an estimate of the cost of one (1) FTE for a teacher position:

| Average Teacher Salary " Step:22 Range:VI  Salary Total $53,750
. Benefits (16.52%+Health+OPEB) Benefits Total $18,240

Estimated Total $71,990

a. The actual cost for the position shall be determined upon assignment of personnel.

b. The Donor shall fund the actual cost of the position including salary and benefits.

¢. The Donor shall fund the cost of any increases in statutory benefits or salary increases. The
Donor shall be billed for the increase and payment shall be due within 30 calendar days.

3. The Donor shall submit a check made payable to the Monterey Peninsula Unified School District, for
one half the cost of one (1) FTE teacher {see Section 2} by July 30, 2009 with the second half due and
receivable by December 15, 2009. These terms are valid only for the 2009-2010 school year. All
subsequent years shall be expected to be paid in full in one installment and the following shall

apply:



a. Ifthe donation is received by January 31, [year], the donation shall be used to fund the position
in the subsequent school year. {i.e. received Jan 31, 2010 funds position for 2010-2011 school
year)

b. If the donation is not received by January 31, [year], the position shall be eliminated for the
subsequent school year.

4. The position shall be filled through MPUSD’s established process.

a. The employee filling the teacher position shall be an employee of MPUSD and shall be entitled
to the same rights, privileges and benefits as other MPUSD employees.

The term of this MOU is for a one-year period of time from the effective date of this agreement.
