




















 Status of District portables 
 District program needs including: 

• Special Education 
• Childcare – Free and Fee for Service 
• Dual Language Program 
• Educational Options (Central Coast High School, Independent Study, etc.) 
• After School Programs 
• Adult School    
• English as a Second Language (ESL) for Community Members 
• Regional Occupational Programs 

 
At the December 7, 2009 Board study session, the proposed recommendations and timeline was 
reviewed with the Board (Attachment A).  After further review and with community, site staff, and Board 
input, the following recommendations are presented as separate motions for consideration by the Board 
of Education. 
 

District Configuration Recommendation 
 
Approve a consistent grade level configuration throughout MPUSD: 
 

 Elementary School grade levels: Kindergarten – Fifth grades 
 Middle School grade levels: Sixth – Eighth grades to include a sixth grade academy 
 High School grade levels: Ninth – Twelfth  grades 

 
Rationale 
 

• A consistent District configuration is supported by research and is recommended by District 
stakeholder task forces convened over the past three years in MPUSD. 

• Provides equitable learning opportunities for all students in MPUSD. 
 

Seaside High Learning Community Recommendation 
 

 Consolidate King grades 6-8 with Fitch Middle School to establish one middle school for the 
Seaside High Learning Community, reconfiguring the King site to a K-5 with boundary 
adjustments to balance elementary enrollments for Ord Terrace, King, and Highland elementary 
schools for the 2010-2011 school year.   

 As required for Program Improvement 5 schools, King K-5, King 6-8 with Fitch (6-8), and 
Highland K-5 will undergo programmatic restructuring to address specific instructional needs of 
the student population. 

 Move the District Educational Options program to the Hayes site. 
 Address the reconfiguration of the Marshall and Marshall West sites for the 2011-2012 school 

year based on student enrollment and to place the Dual Language Program elementary grade 
levels on one site. 

 
Rationale 
 

• Student enrollment at King in grades 6-8 falls below the minimum number of students to provide 
a programmatically appropriate middle school program for the students. 

• Student enrollment at King in grades K-5 also falls below the minimum number of students per 
Board policy.  Boundary changes will be made to ensure that it meets the District criteria as set 
forth. 

• Fitch, King, and Highland are all Program Improvement schools, Year 5, and must be 
restructured in accordance to State requirements, thus the need to implement the 
recommendation for the 2010-2011 school year. 

• With anticipated student growth in the Marshall boundary due to the completion of housing, 
reconfiguring will be addressed for the 2011-2012 school year.  To avoid undue disruptions, it is 
prudent to remain status quo until there is more definite information.
